Requirements include: a 9-credit professional media internship, which requires
meeting a schedule of working four 8-hour days per week for at least 12 weeks, and requires that students enroll in at least one
of two 3-credit online Communication seminars. Internship placements are highly competitive. NYMEP will send resumes to
employers and will help students prepare for internship interviews, but NYMEP can not guarantee students will get their first
choice of an internship. Employers reserve the right to accept or reject any internship candidate.
