The past decade has seen an explosion in 
the use of digital media.  From Napster to 
YouTube, this digital revolution has al-
ready had lasting affects on how we view 
the world we live in.  One of the funda-
mental drivers of this revolution is the 
ease with which digital media can be cop-
ied and distributed.  While there are clear 
and significant benefits associated with 
this revolution, it has also shown a spot-
light on long established practices which 
may be considered violation of U.S. 
Copyright law. 
 
While it is unclear if the publishing giants 
will pursue lawsuits against copyright 
violators as the entertainment industry 
has, it would behoove all of us to brush up 
on our knowledge of the law.  A good 
place to start might be the often misunder-
stood and sometimes misused Fair Use 
doctrine so frequently exercised in higher 
education.  You may be surprised by what 
is really fair under Fair Use!

Thanks to many staff members at Mar-
ist, the students enrolled in the Liberty 
Partnerships Program (LPP) have spe-
cial opportunities. 
 
Faculty with the School of Social and 
Behavioral Sciences provide training 
and consultation for LPP’s mentoring 
program.  The mentors are Education 
majors who are matched with a middle 
school student.  They meet on campus 
on a regular basis to help their mentee 
with homework and engage them in 
reading and writing activities.  Pamela 
Hollander, Ed.D, and Rochelle Pyne, 
Director of Graduate Education, pre-
pared a special training for the mentors.  
On recent surveys, 100% of mentors 
indicated that they would recommend 
mentoring to other Education majors as 
a valuable learning experience. Dr. 
Elizabeth Quinn, Assistant Professor of 
Psychology, provides training to the 
LPP counselors on an annual basis. 
 
Sodexho Dining Services assists LPP by 
welcoming these children into the din-
ing hall every week and offsetting the 
cost of dinners.  Marist staff members 
are welcome to see LPP in action.  Men-
toring at Marist takes place in the back 
of the dining hall on Wednesdays from 
3:30 to 5:45 p.m. 
 
Last summer, LPP provided its annual 
Camp Marist which is designed to help 
high school students prepare for col-
lege.  The students stay on campus for 
three days and two nights to experience 
college life and to learn about pertinent 
topics.  Marist staff provided a variety 
of presentations including Leadership 
Skills, presented by Ed Summers in the 
beautiful Board Room at the Library.  
Joe Giacolone, Assistant Director of 
Admissions, gave the students inside 
tips on applying to college.  Other pre-
senters included Lou Santiago, Director 
of On-Campus Visits; Alyssa Gates, 
Director of Academic Enhancements in 

Athletics; Fatima Contreras, Resident 
Assistant; Jim Harkins, Security Guard; 
Cheryl DuBois, Assistant Registrar; Deb-
orah Reeves-Duncan, Counselor with 
Special Services; Tenisha Smith, Assis-
tant Director of Student Financial Ser-
vices; and Kathryn Silberger, Automation 
Resources Librarian. On a survey com-
pleted by the students, 100% rated the 
program as excellent. 
 
Marist staff also host students during 
LPP’s annual Job Shadow Day which is 
designed to expose high school students to 
a variety of careers.  Each year, approxi-
mately 20 Marist staff welcome LPP into 
their offices. 
 
LPP is funded through the New York 
State Education Department and Marist  
has sponsored the program since 1990.  
The goal of the program is to provide ser-
vices to at-risk youth that motivate them 
to graduate from high school and enter 
college or the workforce.  Principals, 
teachers, and parents refer students to the 
program. 
 
LPP provides after-school sessions, tutor-
ing, counseling, college tours, mentoring, 
cultural enrichment, and field trips 
through partnerships with the schools and 
community entities.  This year, LPP plans 
to serve 250 students in five schools in 
Kingston and Poughkeepsie.  Marist stu-
dents serve as tutors, mentors, interns, or 
volunteers.

Expert Offers Tips to Avoid Extra Pounds 
During the Winter.  
Nearly Half of U.S. Workers Have 
Gained Weight at Their Current Jobs, 
CareerBuilder.com Survey Finds. 
With cold weather and holiday parties just 
around the corner, the office can be par-
ticularly hazardous for putting on extra 
pounds.

Lt. Col. Dave Grossman, an expert on 
school safety and violence, will lead a 
seminar, "Why Did it Happen? Crisis and 
Violence: Keeping Schools and Campuses 
Safe," on November 6 from 8:30 a.m. to 
3:00 p.m. at Marist College.  
 
Grossman's presentation will take place at 
the Nelly Goletti Theatre, located on the 
third floor of the Student Center, and will 
explain causes of violence, prevention 
strategies, and responding in the aftermath 
of an incident. Grossman has spoken at 
more than 40 colleges and universities 
worldwide.  
 
Grossman, a retired West Point psychol-
ogy professor, professor of military sci-

ence, and former Army Ranger, coined 
the term "killology." This new scientific 
endeavor focuses on the roots of the cur-
rent "virus" of violent crime that is raging 
around the world, the psychological costs 
of war, understanding killing in war, and 
the process of healing the victims of vio-
lence in war and peace. 
 
In 1995, he authored the Pulitzer-
nominated book On Killing: The Psycho-
logical Cost of Learning to Kill in War 
and Society, which is now required read-
ing for the FBI academy and recom-
mended reading for the U.S. Marine 
Corps.  
 

In 1999, he co-authored Stop Teaching 
our Kids to Kill: A Call to Action Against 
TV, Movie and Video Game Violence, 
which has received much praise from crit-
ics. His latest book is titled On Combat, 
which is the follow-up to On Killing.  
 
The conference fee is $25 and includes 
continental breakfast and lunch. 
Grossman will be available for book sign-
ings after the event. Attendees are encour-
aged to register early, carpool, and park in 
the McCann Center parking lot at the 
south gate of the campus.
