Please note, an offer of a scholarship award does not constitute an offer of 
admission to the university. 

Music Merit Scholars must meet the following conditions to maintain scholarship renewal eligibility: 
• Student must maintain full-time enrollment
• Student must declare Music as their minor field of study
• Student must maintain a 2.85 cumulative grade point average
• Student must participate in ensembles prescribed by the Director of Bands

(Instrumental Scholar) or Director of Choral Activities (Vocal Scholar).
• Student must participate in independent music lessons

 One classical-style selection; performed in a foreign language
 One selection of contrasting quality and genre (may be in English)
 Prepare for melodic line sight-reading (solfege)
 Vocalization
 Recording of accompaniment
 Repertoire List
 Résumé
