This is going to be an exciting and challenging course that will introduce you to some of the 
major debates that arise in philosophy, but it will also help you develop your critical thinking 
and writing skills along the way. 

There is one required textbook for this course: 

William F. Lawhead, The Philosophical Journey: An Interactive 
Approach, 8th edition (McGraw-Hill) (ISBN-13: 9781260836967). 

Copies of the textbook should be available via the Marist University Bookstore. 

If you prefer, however, you can use an e-book version of the text.  Just make sure that you 
acquire the correct 8th edition as opposed to an older edition. 

Once the course begins, I will be on Zoom every Tuesday from 7:00-8:00PM (Poughkeepsie 
time) for “virtual office hours” in case you have any questions about the material, etc.
